	Why is it so hard for second-language learners to gain control over certain sounds in a foreign language? And, what is the most effective way to improve perception and production of difficult foreign language sounds? In this presentation, I will review the principle behind a particularly effective approach to novel speech sound learning, namely the high variability training approach. I will then present data from two lines of research that have explored this training principle in laboratory-based studies: (1) acquisition of the English /r/-/l/ contrast by Japanese listeners, and (2) perceptual adaptation by native speakers of American English to foreign-accented English. Translation of this basic research to language classrooms is the next frontier for this research agenda.
